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The first migration, or _________________________________________________, dates back to ancient times.  Many people believe at one time all the continents were actually together, called _______________ or supercontinent, but have drifted apart over time through _____________________________.  Plate tectonics is the study of the lithosphere (the outer portion of the earth consisting of the crust and part of the upper mantle).  It is divided into about a dozen large plates which move and interact with one another to create earthquakes, mountain ranges, volcanic activity, ocean trenches, and other features.  Continents and ocean basins are moved and changed in shape as a result of the plate movements.  

	Early human movement is believed to have started from the Fertile Crescent in present day western Asia.  From there, it is believed people migrated in ________________ and __________________________ clans across Europe and into the Western Hemisphere by crossing the Bering Land Bridge or __________________________ (connects Russia with Alaska).

Early human societies were centered around hunting and gathering.  Small groups of people followed herds of animals and stayed near sources of water.  Over time, people began to grow their own crops and begin to settle in one place rather than move.  They began to domesticate, or ________________, animals for food sources.  Over time, food became more plentiful, birth rates went up, and population increased.  Eventually, small bands grew into small towns which grew into cities.  With the increase in food, surpluses existed which could be sold or bartered (traded).  Increasingly, people had more “free” time which enabled trades to start, such as artisans, craftsmen, and scribes.  

Ideas, like goods and services, also move.  In ancient times, people couldn't write.  Rather, they used ___________________________ (pictures to depicts ideas).  For example, the Egyptians formed hieroglyphics.  This was passed on to other cultures that created early alphabets.
